 Dear Friends 
 
A Stress-Free New Year? 
 
HAPPY NEW YEAR! 
 

I  wonder: when you greet someone with those words, where do you put 
the emphasis, the stress?  Partly, that may depend on your nationality:  
I’ve noticed that American English-speakers stress ‘happy’ or ‘new’;  Brits 
tend to put the emphasis on ‘year’.   Few people, however, put equal 

stress on each and every word, thus wishing their hearers, quite literally, a 
‘stress-free’ new year. 
 
Now, in case you’re wondering, these aren’t the idle speculations of a Rector 
past his sell-by date.  For isn’t it the case that, as Big Ben strikes 12 and we 
link hands for Auld Lang Syne, we all yearn for a stress-free new year?  How 
can we achieve that?  Only, I think, by putting equal emphasis on each of 
those three words: that is, by paying attention to each of those three ele-
ments in our lives. 
 
First, ‘Happy’.  In our New Year greeting, we take it for granted that everyone 
desires to be happy.  But what do we mean by that?  Dom Christopher Jami-
son, Abbot of Worth Abbey (the setting of the TV series The Monastery), has 
recently written a book called Finding Happiness.  In the Introduction he says 
“people are searching for happiness, but not everybody knows how to find it.”  
It’s no good aiming for happiness if we don’t know how or where we might 
find it.  So, the first task in 2009 to which we might profitably attend is that of 
reflecting on what it really means to be happy, and how we might take steps 
to attain happiness. 
 
Next, ‘New’.  Year after year, it’s the same old story, isn’t it?  We make bright, 
shiny resolutions on January 1st, and on December 31st we look back on 
them, tarnished and broken as they now are, with disappointment and regret.  
The ‘new year’ turned out to be not a new year at all, but just the same old 
year under another name.  If we want 2009 to be a better year than 2008, 
then we have to do things in a new, and better way.  Too often, we approach 
problems, challenges, relationships, work, with exactly the same set of dam-
aged and inadequate tools as we have always used – and used ineffectively 
– in the past, and simply hope that by some miracle they’re going to do a bet-
ter job this time round.  Why?  It should be obvious – but isn’t – that we will  
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 only reach a new destination if we travel a new route to get there.  For 2009 
really to be a ‘new’ year, we have to behave in a new way, and that will mean 
giving up the old, comfortable, familiar ways which, despite their ineffective-
ness, feel secure and comfortable to us. 
 
Lastly, ‘year’.  This word reminds us that we live in the world of time – time 
which is slipping past, never to be recovered.  If we can’t find a deeper and 
truer happiness in this coming year, if we can’t discover new and better ways 
of acting and reacting in this coming year, then we won’t have this year over 
again later, and it will be one year fewer allotted to us in which to live more as 
we yearn to live.  So, we need to address these issues and face these chal-
lenges and make these changes now. 
 
And if we can do all that?  Well, I can’t guarantee, of course, that 2009 will be 
100% stress-free.  Life isn’t like that.  But I think I can with no little confidence 
predict that it will be different, better, and that you will come to its end more 
fulfilled and satisfied, and less pessimistic about 2010. 
 
So, once again, and in as ‘stress-free’ way as I can, may I wish you a

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Janet’s Mincemeat Cake 
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FEED THE BIRDS  
 

Here’s how to keep your garden birds happy this winter: 
- Provide a variety of seeds, nuts, fruit and meat; different birds like different         
things. 
- Never give salty food or desiccated coconut. 
- Offer stale bread and cake, but never anything mouldy. 
- Try cooked potato, nuts, raisins, biscuits, cheese, leftover cat food, dripping. 
- Supply a shallow dish of water for bathing and drinking. 
- Wash your bird table once a fortnight with hot water and washing up liquid. 
- Bake a bird cake: mix 1kg self-raising flour, 500g butter, a little sugar and 
water to make a thick dough.  Add grated cheese, apples, raisins, seeds, and 
so on, and then form the stiff dough into little balls.  Bake them in a moderate 
oven for 25 to 30 minutes.  The birds will love them.

Help your feathered neighbours get onto the housing ladder. 
 
Sparrows and starlings begin house-hunting this month; can you help them?  
Their numbers have fallen drastically in recent years.  If you are handy with a 
hammer and nails, here is what every sparrow and starling is looking for: 
Sparrow nest box: about 200mm tall on a 130mm square base with an en-
trance hole about 32mm in diameter. 
Sparrows like to nest communally, so why not provide several, all cosily to-
gether?  That way you’ll get an extended family moving in... 
Starling nest box: about 400mm tall on a 180mm square base, with a 45mm 
entrance hole.

If you love wild birds, here is your chance to join the RSPB’s 30th Big Garden 
Birdwatch, which will be held on 24th and 25th January.  The RSPB are hop-
ing to make it the biggest Garden Birdwatch yet.  Taking part is very simple 
simply spend an hour that weekend counting the birds that you see in your 
garden or in a local park.  Record the highest number of each species seen 
(not flying over) at any one time.  It's important you don't count all the birds 
you see because some birds will return to your garden many times in the hour.  
For example, seeing the same blue tit come back ten times does not make for 
ten blue tits. 
 
The RSPB provide a downloadable counting sheet, and offer an online form to 
help you send in your results easily.  Please visit: www.rspb.org.uk/
birdwatch/2009/index.asp for details.

THE GOLDEN CORD 
 

Through every minute of this day, 

Be with me, Lord!

In recent months we’ve considered the vessels 
used to hold the bread and wine at Holy Commun-
ion.  There is one ‘final’ vessel: ourselves. 
 
One of the privileges of anyone distributing the 
bread and the wine at services is the face-to-face 
contact  with those receiving.  It is a moment of 
unique tenderness, emotion and vulnerability be-
tween the giver and the receiver.  There are different ways of receiving 
the bread and wine, and probably no one way is best… the only impor-
tant thing is that neither the bread nor the chalice get dropped in con-
fusion between giver and receiver.  
 
 Receiving the bread has many combinations.  Most people lay one 
hand over the other and so the bread is placed centrally in the palm of 
the higher hand.  This imitates the cross and Jesus’ depth of love for 
us.  It could also be seen as a manger: the baby we hold securely who 
in turn holds us.  Some people place their hands together side by side 
with fingers spread upwards like a cup; this always reminds one of a 
crown that is placed upon Jesus our King, either of thorns or of gold 
and jewels. Others lay their hands flat together side by side.  Perhaps 
here the people are laying open their lives to receive their God?  Giv-
ing him everything, as they receive his all.  
 
 There seem to be two main attitudes and postures to receiving the 
wine: in the first, the chalice is ‘too holy’ to touch, and so the people 
keep their hands away, and the distributor puts it to their lips unguided.  
The second approach is that one is ‘thirsty for God’: after the Son of 
God’s coming to earth, his life, death and resurrection, it is right to ea-
gerly embrace him eagerly and so take the chalice in both hands. 
 
So how about you?  When you come forward to receive communion or 
a blessing what is in your mind and how is that reflected in your pos-
ture?

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THE PARISH FUNDING PROGRAMME  
 

T he Programme – perhaps somewhat like Christmas – seems to have had a long, 
slow build-up … then suddenly, it’s come and gone. There were months of hard 
work, with many people from all three churches devoting enormous amounts of 
time and effort, then bang – bang – bang, in three short events, it was over.  So 

what did all these endeavours achieve?  Was it worth the effort?  I can answer that with an 
emphatic YES. 
 
Our overall aim was to raise the profile of the finances of the parish; to make you, the sup-
porters of our churches, aware of our economic state, and to involve you in setting our 
funding on a sounder footing for the future.  Thanks to the help of a small army of people 
throughout the parish, we achieved this.  The results speak for themselves: 
 
 - £12,000 of additional income has been generated. 
 - We set ourselves an ambitious target, and achieved nearly 50% of this (the average 
 for the Diocese is 40%). 
 - A significant number of both new and existing planned giving donors have signed 
 up to bank standing orders.  This assurance of regular income flowing into parish 
 funds will help our Treasurer, clergy and PCC to plan for the future.  This is even 
 more meaningful given the current financial climate. 
 
These are the obvious benefits from the Programme.  But are there many which are not so 
apparent.  I would certainly mention the way so many people volunteered to help with the 
work, to support the leadership, and each other.  We’ve printed documents, sent out mail 
shots, created posters, set up stands, used IT; all the while trying to keep everyone aware of 
what was being done, and receiving their / your encouragement.  We’ve grown closer to 
each other through this effort.  We’ve also made, and re-made contacts with people 
throughout the parish, which raises the profile of our churches and shows that not only are 
we there for them when needed, but that we need them too.  As the Christian family in the 
locality, we have grown, and grown closer together. 
 
Now we can look forward, because the Funding Programme is only the first step in our 
Stewardship Programme.  Early next year the leadership will explore what we want to do 
next in our churches.  As they say, watch this space. 
 
This has been a huge team effort which will have a lasting impact on our three churches. 
Rather than single out for thanks any one person or one group, let’s all celebrate what has 
been achieved.  From the very start we put God at the centre of our Programme, and asked 
Him to bless and encourage us.  He has answered us in such a positive way, as only God 
can.

The lunches at the Gostrey Cen-
tre and Hale are both full to capacity, with nearly 80 lunches being prepared each 
time at the Gostrey Centre.  After a few years of fairly static numbers, the Pie & Pint 
Club has grown substantially this year, with 16 to 18 men attending on a Monday 
lunchtime.  The Praise & Worship service at the Gostrey Centre is also attracting 
more older folk each month, and other Praise & Worship services are now held in 
four residential care homes.  The Citizens Advice Bureau Home Visit Adviser con-
tinues to provide an essential service, and the One to One befriending service contin-
ues to thrive.  The growing demand for the Understanding Computers sessions has 
resulted in six volunteer tutors being needed each week in order to reduce the wait-
ing list. 
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The Journey 
of the Magi

'A cold coming we had of it, 
Just the worst time of the year 
For a journey, and such a journey:

And the villages dirty and charging high prices:

Then at dawn we came down to a temperate valley, 
Wet, below the snow line, smelling of vegetation; 
With a running stream and a water-mill beating the darkness, 
And three trees on the low sky, 
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TIMOTHY and TITUS 
26th January 

 

T imothy and Titus are the saints for you if you’ve been a Christian for some time, and 
now realize that God wants you to move into some form of leadership.  A daunting pros-
pect, perhaps? 
 
The books of First and Second Timothy and Titus are known as the three pastoral letters, 
where Paul writes to ministers in charge of important churches instead of writing to the 
churches themselves.  Paul gives both Timothy and Titus explicit instructions for how to 
shepherd the sheep in their care.  Timothy had been given the responsibility of the church 
at Ephesus, and Titus the care of the church at Crete.  Both Timothy and Titus were 
young men, and both felt quite daunted at the task ahead of them.  Timothy, half Jewish, 
had met Paul when he was still a child, living with his mother Eunice at Lystra.  Paul had 
come to their city and preached, and they had both become Christians.  Timothy had then 
accompanied Paul on his second missionary journey – a great training experience.  But 
experience is given to us so that we might in turn become productive, and in due course 
Paul entrusted the vastly important church of Ephesus into Timothy’s care.  This church 
was so vibrant in its faith that within 50 years so many Ephesians became Christians that 
the city’s pagan temples were almost forsaken.  A huge responsibility! 
 
Titus was a gentile, almost certainly another convert of Paul’s.  Paul had used Titus as a 
trouble-shooter with the Corinthians, and when Titus was successful in that, gave him a 
real bit of trouble: the church at Crete.  Again, Titus served his Lord faithfully, even in 
this most difficult of situations.  
 
So if you are going to attempt any leadership for God, why not make time to read the 
three pastoral epistles first?  They have been an invaluable handbook for Christian lead-
ers for 20 centuries, and are full of spiritual wisdom and good common sense. If they 
worked for Timothy and Titus, they may work for you as well. 
 
Timothy became the first bishop of Ephesus, and was finally martyred when he opposed 
pagan festivals (probably in honour of Dionysius).  He was killed by stones and clubs, 
easily to hand during the pagan festival of Katagogia.  His supposed relics were trans-
lated to Constantinople in 356.  Titus went on to become the first Bishop of Crete, and is 
believed to have died there, though history does not tell us how.  His relics are supposed 
to be buried in Crete, except for his head, which was allegedly taken to Venice in 823. 
 
Both Timothy and Titus were good and faithful servants, and could look back on lives 
well spent.  Imagine - one day you will stand before the Lord, as well, and say: “This is 
what I did with the leadership role you entrusted to me.  Was I a good and faithful ser-
vant, too?”
